When it comes to providing Technical and 
Management Assistance (T&MA), FNPH has 
extensive knowledge and experience. In 
2012, FNPH served as one of four Regional 
T&MA Contractors, covering the Southeast 
Region, which includes the following states 
and territories: AL, FL, GA, MS, NC, SC, TN, 
PR and VI. FNPH monitors, trains and 
provides assistance to grantee organizations 
to improve their current performance and to 
pre -development grantees so they may 
develop and implement self -help programs 
successfully.  
 
Central Mississippi, Inc. (CMI), is one of the 
grantee organizations that FNPH provides 
assistance to. Located in Kosciusko, MS, CMI 
is a non -profit community action agency. 
The mission of the agency is to eliminate the 
paradox of poverty by opening to everyone 
the opportunity for education and training, 
the opportunity to work, and the opportunity 
to live in decency and dignity. FNPH aims to 
assist CMI in their endeavors and has been 
working with them since CMI began the self -
housing program in 1997.  
 
According to CMI: There is a need for safe, 
affordable housing to be made available to 
low and very low income families in Attala 
County. The housing problems are made 
more challenging by rural handicaps such as 
the lack of adequate roads, utilities, and 
water and sewer facilities to serve areas 
where new and improved housing is 
warranted. It is further complicated by ill -
contemplated land tenure patterns and 
housing preference most often afflicting low 
income rural poor. Examples given by CMI 
include rental of sub -standard structures 
and relocation to mobile homes whose 
structural quality, safety, and energy 
efficiency are uncertain.  
 
The median household income in Attala 
County was $24,794 in 2010 and per capita 
income was $13,782. The poverty rate was 
at 18.3 %. Most families could not afford new  

homes because the cost was beyond their 
means. Fortunately, there is a fundamental 
difference between the cost of a self -help 
house and a house constructed in the 
conventional way . Families are required to 
contribute a certain number of general labor 
hours on their homes, while technical know -
how is provided at no cost to the 
participating families. This significantly 
reduces the cost of building the houses, 
which makes the payments more 
manageable for the families.  
 
How FNPH has helped:  Before CMI even 
began to operate as a self -help housing 
agency, FNPH was there to help. By assisting 
CMI with the pre -application process, CMI 
was able to qualify for money to build their 
organizational capacity to where they could 
effectively run this program. As new staff 
came on board, FNPH provided training and 
has offered its continued guidance by 
assessing CMIôs program and providing 
feedback and assistance along the way. 
Today, CMI is working under their 5 th  Section 
523 Grant, has built over 80 homes and 
leveraged over $4 million in Section 502 
Mortgage Loans. Together, we make 
American dreams come true!
